• Office waste Paper.
• Natural Resin.
• Aluminum Sulphate.
• Water

• Waste Glass Clear or Mixed.
• Fly ash-Waste from Power Plants/Gasifier
• Water.
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Manufacturing Process

.Office waste Paper will be collected and 
turned into pulp by mechanical  process.

• Used cotton clothes or cotton clippings will 
be beaten until the fibres are separated 
and beaten into fine pulp.

• Both these pulps are then finely mixed, 
screened and then rolled into rolls of 
paper.

• These rolls are then converted into 
different products as desired.
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Waste Glass Recycling.

• Waste glass of all types will be collected, 
pulverized, screened. It will be then mixed 
with screened fly ash from the power 
plants  and water. This mixture will then be 
moulded into various shapes of blocks. 
After curing these blocks will be ready for 
usage for pavements, walkways in parks, 
patios etc.
